Attorney Fee Schedule

The county will pay appointed counsel for all time reasonably necessary for adequate representation of the defendant, as approved by a judge, according to the following fee schedule adopted as provided under Article 26.05(b) of the Code of Criminal Procedure:

1. In cases disposed of by a guilty plea pursuant to a plea bargain agreement, appointed attorneys may be paid a fixed rate of $400.00.

2. In other cases, appointed attorneys shall be paid not less than $60 per hour not more than $125 per hour for all documented time that is actually spent on the case that reasonable professionals would agree was objectively necessary for a qualified criminal defense attorney in the community to represent the client.

3. For good cause or exceptional circumstances, an appointed attorney may request payment at a rate above the rates specified in 1 and 2 above, subject to review and approval by the judge presiding over the case.
