If you are unable to employ an attorney, you have the right to have an attorney appointed to counsel with you prior to or during any interviews with peace officers or attorneys representing the state.

      
You have the right to terminate the interview at any time.

      
If you are 14 years of age or older at the time you are alleged to have committed a capital felony, an aggravated controlled substance felony, or a felony of the first degree, the juvenile court may waive its jurisdiction and you may be tried as an adult.

      
If you are 15 years of age or older and under 17 years of age at the time you are alleged to have committed a felony of the second or third degree or a state jail felony, the juvenile court may waive its jurisdiction and you may be tried as an adult.
      
If you are charged with a felony and have previously been transferred to a district or criminal district court for criminal proceedings, the court shall waive its jurisdiction UNLESS:

a.
You were not indicted in the matter transferred by the grand jury;

b.
You were found not guilty in the matter transferred;

c.
The matter transferred was dismissed with prejudice; or

d.
You were convicted in the matter transferred, the conviction was revered on appeal, and the appeal is final.

      
If you are found to have engaged in delinquent conduct alleged in a petition approved by a grand jury that includes murder, capital murder, aggravated kidnapping, sexual assault or aggravated sexual assault, aggravated robbery, aggravated assault, injury to a child, elderly individual or disabled individual, deadly conduct, first degree felony or aggravated controlled substance felony, criminal solicitation, indecency with a child, criminal solicitation of a minor, or criminal attempt to commit murder, capital murder, indecency with a child, aggravated kidnapping, aggravated sexual assault, and aggravated robbery, you may be sentenced to commitment in the Texas Youth Commission with a transfer to the Institutional Division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice for a maximum term of 40 years.

I was given the preceding warnings by Judge Don R. Allred and have a clear understand of my rights in this matter.
