1.   The defendant shall reside at _____________________________________

___________________________ or shall designate the defendant's residence ("Designated Residence") to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office and not change his or her Designated Residence, without the prior written permission of said office or the Court.


2.   The defendant shall designate the defendant's place(s) of employment to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office and shall report any change in the defendant's place(s) of employment to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office within two days of any change.


3.   The defendant shall report in person to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office after each court appearance and as follows:


[   ]  one time per week, in person, at the time directed by the Pretrial Services


Officer;

[   ]  two times per month, in person, at the time directed by the Pretrial Services 


Officer;


[   ]  one time per week, by telephone, at the time directed by the Pretrial Services

The date and time of the defendant's first report shall be as directed by the Pretrial Services Officer.


4.   The defendant shall not consume or use alcohol or illegal drugs and shall avoid places where alcoholic beverages are served. The defendant shall submit to testing for drugs and alcohol upon demand by the Pretrial Services Officer, and shall pay for the same.


5.   The defendant shall permit the Pretrial Services Officer to visit the defendant at his or her Designated Residence or elsewhere.


6.   The Defendant shall commit no offense against the laws of the State of Texas, any other State or the United States of America.


7.   The defendant shall report to the Midland County Community Supervision and Corrections Department within 48 hours of release from custody and shall comply with all of the terms and conditions of his or her community supervision, as a condition of bond, if applicable.


8.   The defendant shall remain in _____________ and Midland County and shall not leave such county(ies) without the prior written permission of the Midland County Pretrial Services Office or the Court.


9.   The defendant shall abstain from all contact, direct or indirect, with the alleged victim(s) and the alleged victim's or victims' family members, if any, of the offenses with which the defendant is charged in this cause.


10.  The defendant shall abstain from all contact, direct or indirect, with the co-defendant(s) and the co-defendant's or co-defendants' family members, if any, of the offenses with which the defendant is charged in this cause.

Conditions for Electronic GPS Monitoring

___  The defendant shall remain at the defendant's Designated Residence in Midland County, Texas,

___  The defendant shall wear an ELECTRONIC GPS MONITORING DEVICE on his or her person twenty-four (24) hours a day, during the pendency of the prosecution of the offense against the defendant, beginning on the day the defendant posts a personal bond in this cause.  The defendant shall not remove the same, unless directed by the Pretrial Services Officer or the Court.


___  The defendant shall not disable or tamper with the ELECTRONIC GPS MONITORING DEVICE or avoid its operation.


___  The defendant is admonished that damaging or destroying the ELECTRONIC GPS MONITORING DEVICE constitutes the offense of criminal mischief and that absconding with the ELECTRONIC GPS MONITORING DEVISE constitutes the offense of theft.

___  The Sheriff of Midland County, Texas, shall not release the defendant, until the defendant has been fitted with an ELECTRONIC GPS MONITORING DEVICE by the Midland County Pretrial Services Office.

Conditions for Intoxication Offense

___  The defendant shall not operate any motor vehicle (including an airplane, helicopter or motor boat) unless the vehicle is equipped with a device which uses a DEEP-LUNG BREATH ANALYSIS MECHANISM to make impractical the operation of the motor vehicle, if ethyl alcohol is detected in the breath of the operator.  


___  The defendant shall not disable or tamper with the DEEP-LUNG BREATH ANALYSIS DEVICE or avoid its operation.


___  The defendant is admonished that damaging or destroying the DEVICE constitutes the offense of criminal mischief and that absconding with the DEEP-LUNG BREATH ANALYSIS DEVICE constitutes the offense of theft.


___  The defendant shall obtain and maintain the DEEP-LUNG BREATH ANALYSIS DEVICE at the defendant's own expense and verify the installation and monitoring of the device to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office within thirty (30) days of the defendant's release from jail or the date of this Order, whichever is later.


___  The defendant shall pay the sum of Ten Dollars ($10.00) each month to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office as a fee for such office to verify the installation of the DEEP-LUNG BREATH ANALYSIS DEVICE and to monitor the same on a monthly basis.


___  The defendant shall obtain, wear, and maintain an electronic secure continuous remote alcohol monitoring device ("SCRAM UNIT") from the Midland County Pretrial Services Office within three (3) days of the defendant's release from jail or the date of this Order, whichever is later.


___  The defendant shall wear the SCRAM UNIT on his or her person twenty-four hours a day, during the pendency of the prosecution of the offense against the defendant in this cause.  The defendant shall not remove the same, unless directed by the Pretrial Services Officer or the Court.


___ The defendant shall not disable or tamper with the SCRAM UNIT or avoid its operation.


___  The defendant is admonished that damaging or destroying the SCRAM UNIT constitutes the offense of criminal mischief and that absconding with the SCRAM UNIT constitutes the offense of theft.


___  The defendant shall pay the sum of Eleven Dollars ($11.00) per day to the Midland County Pretrial Services Office as a fee for such office to fit the SCRAM UNIT on the defendant and to monitor the same on a daily basis.

Conditions for Sexual Offense


___  The defendant shall have no contact with children under the age of seventeen (17) years, unless the contact is approved and authorized, in writing and in advance, by the Midland County Pretrial Services Office or the Court.


___  The defendant shall not reside in any household with children  under the age of seventeen (17) years, unless such residence is approved, in writing and in advance by the Midland County Pretrial Services Office or the Court.


___  The defendant shall not supervise or participate in any program, including but not limited to, athletic, civic, cultural, religious or otherwise, which includes as participants or recipients children under the age of seventeen (17) years.


___  The defendant shall not go in, or within 100 feet of, any 

premises where children commonly gather, including but not limited to, a school, day-care facility, playground, public or private youth center, public swimming pool or video arcade facility.


___  The defendant shall not possess or use any pornography or erotica.


___  The defendant shall not go in, or within 100 feet of, any adult bookstore, sex shop, topless bar or gentlemen's club, massage parlor, or establishments of a similar type or nature as set forth in this paragraph.


___  The defendant shall maintain and use, as directed, any prescribed medications.
