FEE PAYMENT SCHEDULE

Attorney fees shall be paid according to the schedule listed hereafter. Additionally, attorneys shall be compensated for documented time spent for contested revocation hearings, Voir Dire, client conference, prosecutor conference, judge conference, witness conference, pre-trial hearings, drafting pre-trial motions, legal research, examining trials, and other legitimate services rendered to be paid at the same below listed hourly rate for trial preparation.  To receive payment, the Court may require counsel to submit a statement of services.

Trial: (including contested revocations) (for both felonies and misdemeanors)

$80.00 per hour in trial

$70.00 per hour for trial preparation

Disposition:

A.  Felony cases:

$275 for plea/dismissal of a single case (including agreed probation revocations)

$375 for plea/dismissal of multiple cases on the same defendant (including agreed probation revocations)

$125 for agreed modifications

B.  Misdemeanor cases:

$175 for plea/dismissal of a single case

$225 for plea/dismissal of multiple cases on the same defendant

Appeal:

A.  Felony:

$     70 per hour not to exceed: 

$1,500 for appeal of a single case tried to a jury; $1,000 for nonjury

$2,000 for appeal of multiple cases on the same defendant tried to a jury; $1,500 nonjury

$7,000 for appeal of a capital death penalty case

B.  Misdemeanor:

$  70 per hour not to exceed:

$500 for appeal of a single case tried to a jury; $500 for nonjury

$750 for appeal of multiple cases on the same defendant tried to a jury; $750 non-jury

Death Penalty Capital Cases:

Lead Counsel; $500 per half day in trial (not to exceed $10,000 without prior court approval)

Second Chair; $400 per half day in trial (not to exceed $8,000 without prior court approval)

Trial Preparation services and fees shall not exceed $70 per hour.

The attorney will provide the Court a detailed list of their preparation time/activities for every $1,000 worth of preparation.

Investigator/Expert Witness:

Approval to employ an investigator, or expert witness must be obtained in advance from the Court before any fees will be paid.  The amount of any fee or cost must be approved in advance by the Court.
