Attorney FEE SCHEDULE
Van Zandt County shall pay appointed attorneys for all time reasonably necessary for adequate representation of the Defendant, as approved by the Presiding Judge, according to the following fee schedule adopted as provided under Article 26.05(b) of the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure.  Court Appointed Attorneys may elect to be paid under Plan A or Plan B; however, if no fee schedule is submitted on the day a judgment is entered, the Judge presiding shall consider the request for payment under Plan B.

Plan A.

1.
Appointed Attorneys shall be paid $60.00 per hour for all documented in-court and out-of-court time that is actually spent on the case that reasonable professionals would agree was objectively necessary for a qualified criminal defense attorney in the community to represent the Defendant Client; and

2.
For good cause or exceptional circumstances, an appointed attorney may request payment at a rate above the rates specified above, subject to the review and approval of the Judge presiding over the case.

Plan B. 

1.
The Courts finds the following to be reasonable fixed rates in most cases, taking into consideration reasonable and necessary overhead costs and the availability of qualified attorneys willing to accept the stated rates.  The Appointing Authority may reduce the amounts below for good cause when the time spent on the case does not justify the fixed rate.   

$150.00 Writ of Habeas Corpus

$350.00 Probable Cause Writ

$350.00 Suppression Hearing

$350.00 Plea/Dismissal to Information

$500.00 Plea/Dismissal after Indictment-single case

$1,000.00 Trial Preparation

$400.00 per day-Trial before the Court

$600.00 per day-Jury Trial

$350.00 Motion to Revoke/Adjudicate
$750.00 Appeal from Trial before the Court

$1,500.00 Appeal from Jury Trial
